CAG Contraceptive Pathology Survey


Protocol for submitting sections from female mammalian reproductive tracts that are too large to ship whole

Examine: Open uterine body completely to examine for any abnormalities or variation in appearance from one region to another

Samples:  Ungulates: cut approx. 3x5cm full wall thickness rectangles from the midportion of each uterine horn.  Be certain to include both: caruncles and inter-caruncular areas from ungulates.  Species with small or no horns: cut two 3 x 5 cm full wall thickness rectangles from either side of the uterine body.  In addition, cut similar sized sections of any lesion or area of varying appearance.  Note site and size of lesions on uterus diagram below.

Ovaries:  Include both ovaries incised on midline (to facilitate formalin fixation).

Fixation:  Immerse samples in 10% buffered formalin (tissue to formalin ratio 1:10) for 72hr.

Shipping: Wrap sections in formalin-soaked paper towels, enclose in a leak proof container and ship by ground US mail to:  Linda Munson, DVM, PhD/ Anneke Moresco DVM, MS
